DRESSAGE - Flat, quiet and level permanent pasture with a large warm up area.

SHOW JUMPING - Large arena with generous warm-up area on flat permanent pasture. The tracks will be up to height, straight forward and of medium technicality. "It was a treat to
have such a wonderfully large show jumping arena with a large working in area " commented one competitor last year.
